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2025 was the concluding year of the 14th Five-Year Plan. In the face of profound and complex changes at home and abroad, under the strong leadership of the CPC Central Committee with Comrade Xi Jinping as the core, the Beijing Municipality upheld Xi Jinping Thought on Socialism with Chinese Characteristics for a New Era, fully implemented the guiding principles of the 20th CPC National Congress and its subsequent plenary sessions, thoroughly implemented the guiding principles of General Secretary Xi Jinping’s series of important speeches relating to Beijing, and unswervingly applied the new development philosophy. We have simultaneously enhanced our work on the following five key initiatives (i.e. turning Beijing into an international science and technology innovation center, robustly developing the Integrated National Demonstration Zone for Opening up the Services Sector as well as the China (Beijing) Pilot Free Trade Zone, building Beijing into a digital benchmark city, creating new demands for development through supply-side structural reforms, and driving Beijing-Tianjin-Hebei coordinated development), and fostered the new development paradigm. We adhered to the underlying principles of pursuing progress while ensuring stability, put into practice in details a serious of policies and measures for stabilizing the economy, so that the economy operation presented progress while maintaining stability, the fostering of new quality productive forces was strengthened, people’s living standards were effectively guaranteed, positive achievements were made in high-quality development of Beijing, bringing the 14th Five-Year Plan to a successful conclusion.

I. Overview
Based on preliminary accounting, the gross domestic product (GDP) of Beijing hit RMB 5,207.34 billion in 2025, up by 5.4% over the previous year at constant price. Of which, the achieved added value of the Primary Industry was RMB 10.92 billion with a decline of 0.7%, that of the Secondary Industry was RMB 718.74 billion with a growth of 3.5% and that of the Tertiary Industry was RMB 4,477.69 billion with a growth of 5.8%. The ratio of the Primary Industry, the Secondary Industry and the Tertiary Industry was 0.2:13.8:86.0. Calculated by permanent population, the per capita GDP of Beijing totaled RMB 239 thousands (converted to 33 thousands US dollars at annual average exchange rate).

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At the end of 2025, the permanent population[
] was 21.800 million, a decrease of 32 thousands over the end of the previous year. Of which, the urban population reached 19.249 million, accounting for 88.3% of the total permanent population. The birth rate of permanent population was 5.55‰, the death rate was 6.28‰, and the natural rate of growth was -0.73‰. Number of newly increased employment in urban regions in 2025 hit 330 thousands, an increase of 31 thousands over the previous year. The average surveyed unemployment rate in urban regions was 4.1%.

Overall consumer price in 2025 went down by 0.1% over the previous year. Producer price for industrial products declined by 1.7% and purchasing price for industrial products declined by 1.8%. The producer price for agricultural products declined by 1.9%. In December, the month-on-month index of sales price of new commercial housing was 99.6 and the year-on-year index was 97.6; the month-on-month index of sales price of second-hand housing was 98.7 and the year-on-year index was 91.5.

In 2025, the general public budgetary revenue amounted to RMB 668.06 billion, up by 4.8% over the previous year. Of which, the tax revenue amounted to RMB 577.56 billion, up by 5.5%. The general public budgetary expenditures of Beijing totaled RMB 840.19 billion, up by 0.1% over the previous year, and up by 4.8% on the same basis upon removal of the one-off factor of the central government’s additional issuance of treasury bonds at the same period of the previous year. 
Scientific and technological innovation led the development of new quality productive forces. The intensity of investment in the expenditures on R&D by the whole society remained at around 6%, with the proportion of expenditure on basic research exceeding 15%. With the aim of accelerating the development of Beijing into a global benchmark city for digital economy, the achieved added value of digital economy in 2025 hit RMB 2,416.63 billion, up by 8.7% over the previous year at current price, which accounted for 46.4% of the GDP of Beijing. Of which, the added value of core industries of digital economy increased by 10.4%, accounting for 29.3% of the GDP. The high-tech industry and strategic emerging industry (overlapping exists between the two) respectively achieved added value of RMB 1,608.05 billion and RMB 1,332.34 billion, respectively up by 7.8% and 5.4% at current price, which respectively accounted for 30.9% and 25.6% of the GDP, respectively up by 0.9 percentage points and 0.1 percentage points over the previous year. The investment in high-tech industry increased by 40.1%, of which, the investment in high-tech service industry increased by 64.9%. 

Development vitality was continuously unleashed. The brand of “Beijing Service” was optimized and upgraded, a world-class business environment was continuously created, nearly 50 supporting policies and measures for the regulations on optimizing business environment were introduced, 228 reform tasks were completed in 2025, and “Jingce” platform gathered 1,693 polices, with 1,071 items concerning the implementation of policies. In 2025, Beijing saw 380 thousands newly established business entities, increased by 20.7% over the previous year; of which, there were 321 thousands newly established businesses, with an increase of 21.0% and mainly in scientific research and development, technical services, renting and leasing activities and business services, wholesale and retail trades, and the other sectors.

Green and low-carbon transition was deepened constantly. Among the installed generating capacity in Beijing, the proportion of installed capacity of renewal energy generation was 26.3%, up by 4.3 percentage points over the previous year; electricity generated from biomass energy, hydroenergy, solar energy, wind energy and other renewable energies accounted for 16.1% of the total electricity generation, up by 3.6 percentage points. Water consumption in areas with GDP of RMB 10,000 was 8.13 m3, down by 4.62% over the previous year at constant price.

Steady development was achieved in Beijing-Tianjin-Hebei coordinated development. The regional GDP achieved in 2025 reached RMB 11.99 trillion, up by 5.4% over the previous year at constant price. The construction of “The Two Wings to the Capital City” was accelerated, the investment in fixed assets in Tongzhou District where Beijing’s sub-center was located remained at the level of RMB 100 billion; Beijing Tongzhou Railway Station was officially put into operation; Xiong’an New Area maintained an investment scale of RMB 200 billion, China Satellite Network Group Co., Ltd. (CSCN) was operated stably, and the headquarters of Sinochem Holdings and CHINA HUANENG was officially moved in. Collaborative innovation was continuously strengthened and industrial cooperation continued to grow closer, The total turnover of technology contracts flowing from Beijing to Tianjin and Hebei totaled RMB 99.61 billion, up by 18.1% over the previous year; the number of branches established across provinces within the Beijing-Tianjin-Hebei region by corporate unites above designated size therein exceeded ten thousands; implementation of the “six chains and five clusters”[
] industrial layout was accelerated, with 7 national advanced manufacturing clusters. Joint construction and sharing of public services were implemented; by the end of 2025, 1,326 medical institutions in Beijing-Tianjin-Hebei region achieved mutual recognition of 104 test results, 314 high-quality primary and secondary schools and kindergartens in Beijing and Tianjin cooperated with 496 schools in Hebei in running schools, and upon relying on the remote collaboration platform for integration of medical and elderly care resources, Beijing included 56 medical and elderly care integration institutions in the counties and cities in Hebei that located around Beijing into the scope of remote collaboration service.

II. Agriculture

The gross output of agriculture, forestry, animal production and hunting, fishing reached RMB 24.98 billion in 2025, remaining the same as that of the previous year at comparable price. Of which, the output value of agriculture (planting industry) reached RMB 13.54 billion, down by 3.5% as a result of extreme weather; that of forestry reached RMB 5.63 billion, down by 5.2%, and that of animal production and hunting reached RMB 4.26 billion, up by 9.4%. The sewn area of grain crops totaled 1.484 million mu in 2025, up by 5.0%, the gross output of grain totaled 596 thousands tons, up by 3.5%; the sewn area of vegetables and edible mushrooms totaled 786 thousands mu, up by 1.1%, with the output of 2.007 million tons, down by 0.6%; the pig stock by the end of 2025 was 345 thousands, up by 19.9%, and the cumulative number of slaughtered pigs was 254 thousands, up by 27.0%. The sewn area of facility agriculture totaled 446 thousands mu, down by 0.6%, with realized output value of RMB 6.01 billion, up by 1.1%. The number of visitors received in rural leisure tourism in Beijing hit 22.478 million person-times, with realized total income of RMB 3.33 billion. 
Continuous progress was made in the project of “Hundred Village Demonstration and Thousand Village Revitalization”, and a total of 42 demonstration villages and 22 demonstration areas had been created in Beijing by the end of 2025. Construction of comprehensive agricultural production capacity was strengthened, 150 thousands mu of high-standard farmland was newly built, and 3.2 thousands mu of facilities were renovated and newly built. The building of agricultural Zhongguancun was accelerated, and 10 key projects were under construction. A number of landmark projects including the Crop Breeding Accelerator and the National Key Laboratory of Vegetable Biobreeding were put into operation. By the end of 2025, the cumulative numbers of national modern agricultural industrial parks and strong agricultural industry towns built were 6 and 7 respectively, and the number of the key leading enterprises of agricultural industrialization[
] totaled 116, of which, 45 were national-level ones.

III. Industry and Construction
The industrial added value of 2025 was RMB 612.65 billion, with an increase of 6.4% over the previous year at constant price. Of which, the added value of industries above designated size[
] rose by 6.5% at comparable price. In the key industries, the added value of manufacture of computer, communication equipment and other electronic equipment rose by 20.2%, that of manufacture of motor vehicles rose by 17.7%, that of production and supply of electric power and heat power rose by 5.5%, that of manufacture of medicines declined by 8.6%, and that of the five major equipment manufacturing[
] rose by 4.9%. The sales value of industries above designated size was RMB 2,778.70 billion, up by 6.2%. Of which, the domestic sales value reached RMB 2,567.36 billion, up by 6.2%; the delivery value of export hit RMB 211.34 billion, up by 6.4%. The output of new energy vehicles, lithium-ion batteries, service robots, wind turbine generator systems and other products in high-tech or emerging fields increased by 137.5%, 117.6%, 47.6% and 21.6% respectively.

The realized operating revenue of industrial enterprises above designated sized in Beijing hit RMB 3,290.95 billion, up by 5.6% over the previous year; the total realized profit registered RMB 205.66 billion, up by 2.3%.

The gross output value made by construction enterprises qualified for general contracts and specialized contracts registered RMB 1,205.95 billion in 2025, down by 14.0% over the previous year. The newly-signed contracts in 2025 valued RMB 1,550.32 billion, down by 10.9%.
IV. Transportation, Post and Telecommunications
In 2025, the total volume of freight traffic reached 282.418 million tons, up by 4.2% over the previous year; freight turnover reached 101.25 billion ton-km, up by 6.7%. Total passenger traffic[
] in 2025 hit 924.252 million persons, down by 0.2%; turnover of passenger traffic reached 256.60 billion passenger-km, up by 4.3%.

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In 2025, the business volume of post services[
] totaled RMB 36.04 billion, up by 5.6% over the previous year on comparable basis. In post services, the express delivery business volume reached 2.74 billion, up by 2.0%. In 2025, the business volume of telecommunication services[
] totaled RMB 59.80 billion, up by 4.6% on comparable basis. By the end of 2025, the number of mobile phone base stations had reached 356 thousands, of which, that of 5G base stations totaled 153 thousands, with an increase of 20 thousands. By the end of 2025, the mobile phone subscribers had totaled 40.282 million, of which, the number of 5G mobile phone subscribers totaled 25.926 million, accounting for 64.4% of the number of mobile phone subscribers. By the end of 2025, the number of fixed broadband Internet subscribers had reached 10.628 million, up by 7.1%, of which, the number of Gigabit or above broadband Internet subscribers reached 3.384 million, up by 19.8%; mobile Internet access traffic reached 8.16 billion GB, up by 9.6%.

V. Finance
By the end of 2025, the balance of deposits in RMB and foreign currencies in financial institutions of Beijing (including foreign institutions) had registered RMB 27.1 trillion, increasing by 7.6% compared with that at the end of the previous year, of which, the balance of deposits in RMB registered RMB 26.4 trillion, increasing by 7.3%. The balance of loans in RMB and foreign currencies in financial institutions of Beijing (including foreign institutions) hit RMB 12.3 trillion, increasing by 4.8% compared with that at the end of the previous of year, of which, the balance of loans in RMB hit RMB 12.1 trillion, increasing by 4.9%. The balance of inclusive loans to micro and small businesses in financial institutions totaled RMB 1.1 trillion, increasing by 11.6%.

The trading volume of securities in 2025 stood at RMB 315.6 trillion, up by 32.3% over the previous year. Of which, the trading volume of bonds amounted to RMB 213.9 trillion, up by 17.0%; the trading volume of stocks amounted to RMB 74.4 trillion, up by 71.5%; and the trading volume of fund hit RMB 26.7 trillion, up by 127.4%. By the end of 2025, Beijing Stock Exchange owned 288 listed companies, 26 of which were added during the year; the aggregate market value totaled RMB 869.44 billion; the total turnover of stocks transactions in 2025 hit RMB 6.5 trillion, up by 118.2% over the previous year.

In 2025, revenues from original insurance premium totaled RMB 388.80 billion, up by 9.6% over the previous year. Of which, that from property insurance premium and that from life insurance premium reached RMB 57.36 billion and RMB 331.44 billion respectively, up by 9.1% and 9.7% respectively. The indemnity of various insurances in 2025 amounted to RMB 119.08 billion, up by 13.7%. Of which, that of property insurance and that of life insurance totaled RMB 44.77 billion and RMB 74.31 billion respectively, up by 22.9% and 8.8% respectively.

VI. Investment in Fixed Assets and Real Estate Development
The total investment in fixed assets (excluding rural households) in 2025 increased by 5.5% over the previous year. Of which, investment in equipment purchases grew by 66.0%, accounting for 32.3% of the total investment in fixed assets, up by 11.7 percentage points over the previous year, and infrastructure investment declined by 1.6%. By industries, the investment in the Primary Industry increased by 6.3%; investment in the Secondary Industry increased by 4.3%; and investment in the Tertiary Industry increased by 5.6%, of which, investment in finance, investment in information transmission, software and information technology services, investment in scientific research and development, technical services, and investment in transport, storage and post increased by 86.9%, 83.0%, 8.5% and 4.1% respectively. Solid progress was made in the investment in people, investment in fields such as education, culture, sports and entertainment, and health care and social works increased by 30.7%, 30.1% and 8.6 % respectively. 

Real estate development investment in 2025 decreased by 15.5% over the previous year. The construction area of buildings in the city was 103.078 million square meters, down by 8.9% over the previous year. Of which, new started floor space in 2025 amounted to 11.566 million square meters, down by 10.1%. Floor space of buildings completed in 2025 was 14.648 million square meters, down by 11.4%. Floor space of sold newly constructed commercial housings in 2025 was 10.410 million square meters, down by 6.9%. The online signed area of second-hand housing transactions[
] was 16.827 million square meters, up by 0.9%.

The number of fund-raising government-subsidized rental housing constructed in 2025 totaled 122 thousands suites (units), and the number of completed affordable housing registered 100 thousands suites (units). The number of newly-started residential communities in the project of renovation of old residential communities in the city totaled 604, and the number of newly-finished residential communities totaled 1,225.

VII. Market Consumption
The total market consumption in 2025 increased by 1.6% over the previous year. Of which, service consumption rose by 5.0%; retail sales of consumer goods totaled RMB 1,367.70 billion, down by 2.9% due to factors including the transformation of management modes of some enterprises, the more rational consumer behavior, and the changes in consumer demand. Among the total retail sales of consumer goods, the wholesale and retail trade above designated size[
] and the accommodation and restaurants above designated size[
] achieved online retail sales of RMB 581.53 billion, down by 0.7%, accounting for 42.5% of the total retail sales of consumer goods. In wholesale and retail trade above designated size, the retail sales of gold, silver and jewelry, that of new energy vehicles, that of cosmetics, and that of grains and oils goods grew by 39.5%, 13.2%, 12.6% and 5.7% respectively.

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Efforts were made to advance the cultivation and construction of Beijing as an international consumption center city. A total of 28 large-scale commercial facilities, with commercial area of over 1.50 million square meters, were newly added; the number of newly-introduced first stores totaled 1,068, with an increase of 11.3% compared with that of the previous year; and the number of departure tax refund stores reached 1,500 by the end of 2025, with a year-on-year growth of 66% in the sales amount of tax-refunded goods.
VIII. External Economic Relations

Total value of imports and exports of goods trade of Beijing in 2025 amounted to RMB 3,192.97 billion, down by 11.5% over the previous year. Of which, the value of exports totaled RMB 628.68 billion, up by 3.8%; the value of imports totaled RMB 2,564.29 billion, down by 14.6%. Total value of imports and exports of Beijing with countries involved in BRI cooperation registered RMB 1,929.41 billion, accounting for 60.4% of the total imports and exports of Beijing.

In 2025, the number of newly established foreign-funded enterprises totaled 2,405, up by 19.5% over the previous year. Foreign investment in actual use amounted to USD 6.87 billion, down by 5.0%. Of which, the foreign investment actually used in the sector of scientific research and development, technical services, the sector of finance, and the sector of renting and leasing activities and business services totaled USD 2.59 billion, USD 1.25 billion, and USD 1.15 billion respectively, and the total foreign investment actually used in these three sectors accounted for 72.7% of the foreign investment in actual use of the city.

In 2025, the non-financial outward foreign direct investment by enterprises reached USD 7.83 billion, of which, the direct investment in the countries involved in the BRI cooperation amounted to USD 0.80 billion. 

In 2025, the turnover of contracted foreign projects was USD 7.18 billion, up by 35.7% over the previous year. By the end of 2025, there were 46 thousands laborers of various types dispatched to work abroad, with an increase of 8.9%; the actual income of the laborers totaled USD 0.65 billion, up by 15.2%.

The construction of “Two Zones”[
] was continuously deepened. Strategic action of improvement of the Pilot Free Trade Zone was carried out, and the task 2.0 of further opening up the service sector had been basically accomplished. In the key industries where further opening up was carried out in the service sector, the number of newly established foreign-funded enterprises in scientific research and development, technical services, in renting and leasing activities and business services, and in culture, sports and entertainment totaled 1,702, accounting for 70.8% of the newly established foreign-funded enterprises of the city; the operating revenue of foreign-funded enterprises above designated size in the sector of information transmission, software and information technology services and the sector of renting and leasing activities and business services grew up by 18.0% and 9.9% respectively over the previous year. 368 new foreign-funded enterprises were established in China (Beijing) Pilot Free Trade Zone (hereinafter referred to as the Pilot Free Trade Zone), increasing by 14.6% over the previous year, accounting for 15.3% of the number of newly established foreign-funded enterprises of the city; foreign investment in actual use increased by 19.6% over the previous year, accounting for 50.2% of the foreign investment in actual use of the city; the operating revenue of foreign-funded enterprises above designated size in Pilot Free Trade Zone increased by 8.1% over the previous year, accounting for 35.0% of the revenue of foreign-funded enterprises above designated size of the city.

IX. Urban Construction and Safety Production
At the end of 2025, length of highways in Beijing totaled 22,610 km, with an increase of 50.7 km over the end of the previous year. Of which, the length of expressways reached 1,291 km, with an increase of 15 km. Total length of urban roads by the end of 2025 reached 12,138 km[
].

At the end of 2025, subway lines in operation amounted to 30, length of lines in operation was 909 km, vehicles in operation totaled 7,708, and passenger capacity in 2025 totaled 3.57 billion person-times. Public transportation lines by the end of 2025 totaled 1,252, length of lines in operation registered 28,928.8 km, vehicles in operation totaled 20,547, and passenger capacity in 2025 totaled 1.60 billion person-times. At the end of 2025, shared bicycles totaled 848 thousands.

Sales volume of tap water in 2025 amounted to 1.297 billion cubic meters, up by 0.2% over the previous year. Of which, that of water for industrial consumption and construction industry totaled 0.107 billion cubic meters, down by 2.2%; that of water for public services amounted to 0.509 billion cubic meters, up by 1.6%; that of water for households use hit 0.657 billion cubic meters, remaining the same as that of the previous year.

Electricity consumption in Beijing totaled 144.75 billion KWH in 2025, with an increase of 4.2% over the previous year. Of which, the consumption for production amounted to 109.41 billion KWH, up by 3.8%; that for households in urban and rural areas reached 35.34 billion KWH, up by 5.2%.

In 2025, total supply of natural gas[
] stood at 19.07 billion cubic meters, and total supply of liquefied petroleum gas stood at 90 thousands tons. By the end of 2025, a total of 10.327 million households had gained access to gas supply, of which, 8.229 million households had access to natural gas supply. By the end of 2025, total length of gas pipelines reached 33,998.5 km.

Centralized heating area covering over 0.1 million square meters in Beijing totaled 770 million square meters, up by 0.8% over the previous year.

A total of 291 fatal accidents related to production safety occurred in 2025, which caused 312 deaths. Death rate in accidents related to production safety[
] per unit of GDP stood at 0.5992 persons / RMB 10 billion. 
X. People’s Living Conditions and Social Security
In 2025, the per capita disposable income of residents in Beijing reached RMB 89,090, up by 4.3% over the previous year, and up by 4.4% in real term after adjusting for inflation. In terms of the four items of income composition, the per capita wage income of residents was RMB 57,376, with an increase of 4.9%; the per capita net operating income was RMB 1,109, with an increase of 3.2%; the per capita net property income was RMB 12,287, with an increase of 0.7%; and the per capita net transfer income was RMB 18,318, with an increase of 4.9%. By permanent residence, the per capita disposal income of urban residents reached RMB 96,292, up by 4.1%, and that of rural residents reached RMB 42,012, up by 5.4%. The ratio of per capita disposal income between urban and rural residents was 2.29, being 0.03 lower than that in the previous year.

In 2025, the per capita consumption expenditure of residents in Beijing hit RMB 50,667, up by 1.8% over the previous year. By permanent residence, the per capita consumption expenditure of urban residents was RMB 54,122, up by 1.7%, and that of rural residents was RMB 28,081, up by 2.7%.

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By the end of 2025, the number of people participating in basic pension insurance, unemployment insurance and employment injury insurance for urban employees registered 19.509 million, 14.532 million and 14.007 million respectively, increasing by 144 thousands, 158 thousands and 126 thousands respectively over the end of the previous year; the number of people participating in basic medical care insurance and maternity insurance for urban employees registered 15.324 million and 11.101 million respectively. By the end of 2025, people participating in basic endowment security for urban and rural residents hit 1.684 million, and the number of people participating in basic medical care insurance for urban and rural residents amounted to 4.109 million. By the end of 2025 in the city, the number of people receiving the minimum living allowance in urban area amounted to 67 thousands, and the number of people receiving the minimum living allowance in rural area amounted to 33 thousands.

By the end of 2025, there were a total of 652 civil affairs service agencies providing accommodation, with 114 thousands beds and a total of 57 thousands people in hospital. By the end of 2025, the cumulative number of elderly dining service centers totaled 2,950, including 1,872 elderly service agencies, 788 social catering enterprises, and 290 elderly dining tables and unit canteens, covering 6,550 urban and rural communities and over 4.70 million people. 
XI. Science and Technology, and Education
The construction of the International Center for Science & Technology Innovation was accelerated. By the end of 2025, the number of the national key laboratories in Beijing totaled 145, and a total of 10 new-type research and development institutions were supported for establishment in cutting-edge fields like quantum information and brain-computer interface. By the end of 2025, a total of 332 service foreign-funded research and development centers were recognized, and 197 advanced intelligent factories were cultivated. Three facilities including the multimodal cross-scale biomedical imaging in Huairou National Comprehensive Science Center passed the national acceptance inspection, and 16 facility platforms were open to the world. By the end of 2025, there were a total of 69 national-level science and technology business incubators, and the number of national high-tech enterprises exceeded 30 thousands. By the end of 2025 in Beijing, a total of 10.8 thousands “specialized and new” small and medium-sized enterprises were cultivated, including 1,214 national-level specialized and new “little giants”. By the end of 2025, there were a total of 116 unicorn companies[
].

In 2025, the number of patent authorization amounted to 113 thousands, with a decline of 5.7% over the previous year. By the end of 2025, the total number of patents for invention in force was 748 thousands, up by 12.7%. The number of application related to PCT international patent amounted to 11 thousands, with a decline of 5.7%. The number of high-value invention patent ownership per 10,000 persons was 180.7, with an increase of 20.9. The total turnover of recognized and registered technology contracts in the city achieved RMB 986.50 billion, up by 7.8%. By the end of 2025, a total of 209 large models were put on record and launched in the city, accounting for nearly 1/3 of the total number of the country. In 2025, phase I of “Tianqi”, i.e. China’s first low-orbit IoT communication satellite constellation, was finished with the global networking; the number of innovative medical devices and AI Class III medical devices that were approved for marketing ranked first in the country; a unified open-source intelligent computing system software called “Zhongzhi” was built, and a full-stack autonomous and controllable artificial intelligence “Beijing Scheme” was formed.

In 2025, in the large and medium-sized key enterprises[
] above designated size, the costs of research and development[
] totaled RMB 429.88 billion, with a growth of 7.5% over the previous year. By sectors, the costs of research and development of industrial enterprises amounted to RMB 67.21 billion, up by 9.0%; that of the sector of information transmission, software and information technology services amounted to RMB 320.11 billion, up by 6.8%; and that of the sector of scientific research and development, technical services amounted to RMB 42.56 billion, up by 10.2%. As the main platform for construction of Beijing International Center for Science & Technology Innovation, the costs of research and development of large and medium-sized key enterprises in “Zhongguancun Science City, Huairou Science City, Future City of Science, and Beijing Economic-Technological Development Area” totaled RMB 308.82 billion, with a growth of 9.9%, accounting for 71.8% of the costs of research and development of large and medium-sized key enterprises of the city.

In 2025, there were 167 thousands students enrolled for postgraduate education (including scientific research institutions), 497 thousands postgraduates and 133 thousands graduates. A total of 197 thousands students were enrolled by universities and junior colleges (including advanced vocational schools) in Beijing and number of non-graduating students and graduates registered 666 thousands and 160 thousands respectively. As for universities and junior colleges for adults, newly enrolled students, non-graduating students and graduates amounted to 32 thousands, 76 thousands and 29 thousands respectively. Various secondary vocational schools (excluding technical schools) enrolled 19 thousands students, with non-graduating students of 61 thousands and graduates of 19 thousands. The number of enrolled students, non-graduating students and graduates in high schools of Beijing amounted to 84 thousands, 247 thousands and 72 thousands respectively. Number of enrolled students, non-graduating students and graduates in middle schools registered 162 thousands, 455 thousands and 113 thousands respectively. That in primary schools hit 183 thousands, 1,172 thousands and 173 thousands respectively. Number of enrolled children for pre-school education and number of existing children in kindergartens reached 129 thousands and 436 thousands respectively. In 2025, there were a total of 15 private colleges and universities with non-graduating students of 61 thousands; private secondary education schools (excluding technical schools) amounted to 127 with non-graduating students of 36 thousands. Private primary schools totaled 33 with non-graduating students of 36 thousands. Private kindergarten reached 902 with existing children of 163 thousands. Special education schools enrolled 1,597 students, with non-graduating students of 8,799 and graduates of 1,818.

XII. Culture and Tourism, Public Health and Sports
By the end of 2025, there were a total of 20 public libraries (including National Library of China) with a total number of visitors of 38.022 million person-times. National archives totaled 18 with 14.3469 million of paper archives. Filed museums amounted to 249 with 154 open for free. Municipal cultural centers affiliated to the cultural and tourism authority amounted to 18, and district-level cultural stations amounted to 343. In Beijing, the total number of newspapers and periodicals registered 3,557; the number of publication issuing units was 11,205; the number of municipal book publishing units was 19. The number of publication copyright introduced was 5,830 in 2025; and the number of copyright registered 1.367 million. By the end of 2025, the actual number of cable television subscribers reached 6.335 million, of which, the actual number of HD television subscribers amounted to 2.821 million and the actual number of ultra HD (4K) television subscribers amounted to 2.604 million. Throughout the year, 29 TV series of 847 episodes were finished with production and were approved for distribution; 22 television documentaries, 17 web series, 26 web cartoon programs and 30 Internet movies were broadcast; and 170 web mini-plays were approved for distribution and put on record. 205 films were produced throughout the year; there were 32 theater chains and 358 registered cinemas, showing films for 3.075 million times and attracting audience of 45.887 million person-times, which gained box office earnings of the film of RMB 2.38 billion. In 2025, a total of 60,326 performances were held in 412 performance venues[
], with an increase of 5.4% over the previous year; the number of audience totaled 14.002 million person-times, with an increase of 9.3%; the total performance income amounted to RMB 5.08 billion, with an increase of 27.1%. The realized operating income of cultural enterprises above designated size in Beijing registered RMB 2,621.51 billion, up by 14.1% over the previous year.
In 2025, total number of received tourists reached 0.39 billion person-times, up by 4.8% over the previous year; the realized tourism expenditures totaled RMB 715.93 billion, up by 6.5%. Of which, total number of domestic tourists reached 0.38 billion person-times, up by 4.4%; tourism expenditures for domestic tourists totaled RMB 665.37 billion, up by 4.4%. Number of inbound tourists registered 5.480 million person-times, up by 39.0%; tourism expenditures for inbound tourists totaled USD 7.08 billion, up by 44.3%. 

By the end of 2025, there were 11,994 medical and health institutions[
] in Beijing. Of which, hospitals totaled 782, with an increase of 8 over the previous year. There were 144 thousands beds in medical and health institutions, with an increase of 3 thousands. Of which, beds in hospitals amounted to 137 thousands, with an increase of 3 thousands. The number of health technical personnel was 357 thousands, with an increase of 12 thousands, of which, the number of practicing (assistant) doctors and registered nurses reached 138 thousands and 156 thousands respectively, with an increase of 3,406 and 3,442 respectively. 306.834 million person-times of diagnosis and treatment were done by medical institutions, with an increase of 1.7%.
In 2025, a total of 4 sports parks were reconstructed and expanded, and 60 sports and fitness venues for football, basketball, etc. were newly built or renovated. In 2025, 46 medals were won in international competitions by Beijing athletes, including 25 gold medals, 12 silver medals and 9 copper medals; 222 medals were won in national competitions, of which, gold medals, silver medals and copper medals amounted to 64, 75 and 83 respectively. In 2025, 42 medals were won in international competitions by athletes with disabilities from Beijing, including 17 gold medals, 12 silver medals and 13 copper medals; 348.5 medals were won in national competitions, of which gold medals, silver medals and copper medals amounted to 146.5, 110 and 92 respectively.
XIII. Resources and Urban Environment

Total supply of lands for construction use in Beijing in 2025 was 3,163 hectares. Of which, the supply of construction lands for special use and for transport and water conservancy use[
] was 982 hectares, the supply of lands for public administration and public services was 674 hectares, the supply of residential lands was 1,005 hectares, and the supply of industrial lands was 501 hectares. 

In 2025, total stock of water resources hit 6.200 billion cubic meters, up by 17.2% over the previous year. By the end of 2025, large and medium-sized reservoirs achieved a total stock of 4.419 billion cubic meters of water, with an increase of 0.015 billion cubic meters. By the end of 2025, burial depth of groundwater of plain areas[
] was 10.94 meters, up by 1.32 meters over the end of the previous year. Total water consumption for production and living purpose in 2025 reached 2.502 billion cubic meters, decreasing by 1.3%. Of which, consumption for living purpose (including water for public services and for households use) stood at 1.703 billion cubic meters with a rise of 0.3%; among the water consumption for production purpose, water consumption for agricultural use amounted to 0.219 billion cubic meters with a drop of 7.3% and that for industrial use hit 0.260 billion cubic meters with a drop of 4.2%.

In 2025, the treatment rate of urban sewage stood at 98.00%, showing an increase of 0.47 percentage points over the previous year; of which, the treatment rate of urban sewage in six districts (Dongcheng District, Xicheng District, Chaoyang District, Haidian District, Fengtai District and Shijingshan District) reached 99.48%, showing an increase of 0.09 percentage points. A total of 7.8973 million tons of household garbage in Beijing were removed, transported and disposed, an average of 21.6 thousands tons per day. Of which, the other garbage totaled 6.2262 million tons, an average of 17.0 thousands tons per day; and the kitchen garbage totaled 1.6711 million tons, an average of 4.6 thousands tons per day. There were a total of 30 centralized disposal facilities for household garbage in Beijing, with actual disposal capacity of 31,945 tons per day. 
Among the major pollutants in the atmosphere environment in Beijing, the average annual concentration of fine particles (PM2.5), inspiratory particulate matter (PM10) and nitrogen dioxide (NO2) was 27.0 μg/m3, 48 μg/m3 and 22 μg/m3 respectively, decreasing by 11.5%, 11.1% and 8.3% respectively over the previous year; the average annual concentration of sulfur dioxide (SO2) was 4 μg/m3; the number of days with excellent air quality was 311, with an increase of 21 days over the previous year. A total of 1,371 hectares of afforestation were increased in 2025. Forest coverage rate was 45.04%. The green coverage ratio in urban regions of Beijing stood at 49.97%, and the per-capita green area in public parks was 17.30 m2.
